18th International Lighting Guerrilla Festival
This year, Lighting Guerrilla is officially entering adulthood – the 18th edition of the festival, which is considered to be a unique manifestation of this type in the Slovene space is upon us. This year's festival takes place under the title theme Transformations; the selected works thematise and reflect on various aspects of changes and transformations that we witness in our environment or in our lives. Every work of art, of course, presumes a transformation of some kind, which unfurls both in the process of production itself and at the level of perception. We can understand the transformative potential of (visual) art as that characteristic of artwork with which it can influence the sensory perception of the viewer and the viewer's consciousness and, as a result, also the wider society or culture. This potential can be very diverse, both in terms of intensity and content, and ranges from simple sensory pleasure to deeper cognitive changes that affect the understanding of our surroundings, society and interpersonal relationships. Moreover, works of art, especially the site-specific placements in the public space, which predominate at the festival, also cause the transformation of the environment itself, thus transforming it into spaces of boundless imagination and aesthetic contemplation. In drawing up the programme of this year's festival, we were interested in the projects that, by means of original artistic language, highlight various aspects of transformations, both at the level of form itself as well as in the context of the space or at the level of the viewer's perception. 
This year, too, the centre of the festival is located in the Vžigalica Gallery (The Match Gallery) (where the exhibition will be on display until 1 September) or outdoors in its immediate vicinity; roughly speaking, one section of the placements extends from here via Soteska and Vegova Street to the north, all the way to the Small Gallery of the Bank of Slovenia or Argentinian Park, while the other section extends via Foerster Garden and Mirje to the embankments of the Gradaščica River. A series of light installations and video projections will be on display in public and gallery spaces, which can also be viewed on guided bike tours on Wednesdays and Saturdays. Productions as part of the workshop-educational platform, Lighting Guerrilla Laboratory, bring a series of works created within the pedagogical processes of educational institutions, with which we encourage new generations of young artists. Furthermore, there will be a number of débuts on display – the first independent works of young artists in the public space. At the end of the festival, we are also joining the Spider festival with two projects, whereas another project, authored by Nika Erjavec, shall see the light of the day in the autumn.
Given all the successes and achievements so far, the festival's coming of age also seems like a good opportunity to once again draw attention to the topical situation into which independent cultural production is pushed. After many years of persisting in an uncertain financial and production situation, we still lack more suitable conditions for further activity and development, as well as a more constructive cultural policy, which would enable us to be more involved in the developmental processes of the existing social environment.

The interactive project of the Italian artist Cinzia Campolese belongs to the domain of kinetic art; it is an ambient work, consisting of several laser water scales, which, with their operation, enable a unique transformation of the space, simultaneously influencing the viewer's perception in a playful manner. Water scales respond to the presence of viewers in the space and equipped with electric motors enable continuous movement of laser beams. The project raises questions about the nature of space or about its transformation into a kind of living organism; it denies space its static Cartesian nature and changes it into a dynamic environment that conjures the illusion of spatial undulations. The latter thus becomes a unique factor, a scene of transformation and interaction between the installation and visitors. 
CINZIA CAMPOLESE was born in Italy; since 2016, she has been living and working in Montreal, Canada. Before that, she lived in Paris for five years, where she familiarised herself in more detail with new lighting technologies and, with a group of co-authors, tackled several projects, such as AV performances, light installations and video mapping.  Her artistic practice stems from the intersection between digital and physical spaces, whereby she often explores their impact on the social and cultural environment and, at the same time, highlights the relationships between light, technology and environment. Her artistic practice includes installations, sculptures, videos and prints. She exhibited at numerous high-profile exhibitions and festivals around the world, especially in North America and Europe.

The gallery space has been transformed into a primeval forest of an unknown world, which is governed by conditions different from those on Earth. The light that illuminates the space does not come from our Sun, the atmosphere is hostile and cold, everything is surrounded by blue light. The objects, which are reminiscent of branches, gently sway and, although they are inanimate, come to life when visitors touch them. The only sign of warmth is the object, hidden at first glance, which appears to be waking up, growing and breathing. The identity of the object and its surroundings differ. The branches act repetitively, as if duplicating according to a pattern generated by the computer, whereas the foreign object glows with warmth and stands against the cold environment. The aim is to create an atmosphere of alienation, a situation that is difficult to grasp due to the unusual conditions of size. The viewer is suddenly drawn into another world that, although familiar, is not his or her own. /L. Ivančić/
LOVRO IVANČIĆ (Zagreb, 1992) obtained his master's degree in Textile and Fashion Design from the Faculty of Natural Sciences and Engineering in Ljubljana (NTF, UL). He also attended the Design Academy in Eindhoven, the Netherlands. After years of research and activity in the field of fashion design, he has recently been focusing predominantly on textile research in the context of contemporary visual art. In his work, he is experimenting with various textile techniques and chemical and mechanical interventions with the aim of overcoming the distance between the concepts of human, nature and technology and understanding how they co-exist without being mutually exclusive. At the same time, he also works as a costume designer and stylist for various stage and television productions; after returning to Zagreb, he has also been working as an assistant scenographer in the ZKM and HNK theatres there.

With the spatial light installation, the author introduces the concept of planetary intelligence as a pendant of artificial intelligence, which has recently achieved an unimaginable development. The futuristic work with a distinctly speculative nature presupposes that the planetary intelligence of the earth in contact with artificial intelligence triggers the transformation of electrical and transport networks on the planet. This transformation activates a chain reaction that affects further evolution; it appears as if the earth was starting to fulfil its dreams by adopting and using our technology. In the gallery space, a hybrid fantasy world is germinating, inhabited by mechanical organisms and simple life forms – with its awakened consciousness and its own reproductive capabilities, the planet activates the process of a profound transformation of nature and thus life on its face.
SARAH RECHBERGER (1983) studied photography, architecture and multimedia art at the University of Applied Arts in her home town Vienna, and perfected her knowledge at the Institute for Spatial Experiments at the Berlin University of the Arts. So far, she has participated in several solo and group exhibitions in museums, galleries and festivals, both at home and abroad. In addition to visual art, she is also engaged in performance art.

The stone window frame on the walls of Križanke this time hosts the project entitled Come Closer by the artist Mia Zigmund; in her placement, the effects of (i)movable image and a barely perceptible sound scape intertwine, which demands closeness and intimacy when experiencing the work of art. According to the artist, this artwork addresses everything we do not dare to talk about; she found the inspiration for it during the Covid pandemic, when it seemed as if we were all looking for a common moment and waiting for a catharsis of some sort, which, however, did not happen. The project, surrounded by indistinct whispers, prides itself on a specific visual structure, which stems from playful experimentation with light in motion and coloured matter, the foundation of which is an abstract photograph on a mirror.
MIA ZIGMUND graduated from the High school of Design and Photography (SŠOF) in Ljubljana and is currently completing her undergraduate studies at the Academy for Visual Arts in Ljubljana (AVA). She presented her works at the academy's final study exhibitions (2022, 2023) and at the Ljubljana Short Film Festival FeKK (2022). In her work, she searches for new forms and explores various media, whereby she is interested in the symbiotic connection and creation of new wholes. With her work, Lucija Klauž breaks down the experience of movement through space, so as to reassemble it according to different principles. Photographs of the wider surroundings – which would be visible from the location of the placement if our view had not been obstructed by buildings – are digitally processed and arranged along the walls of the narrow street: the images create the impression of densification of space, whilst simultaneously the sequences of scenes unfold in way that evokes the impression of the surroundings flowing in the direction of the pedestrian. It thus appears as if the walls were sliding through space, whereby the whole design affects the viewer's experience of passing through space and creates a feeling of disorientation.
LUCIJA KLAUŽ (1999) is a visual artist and art critic, currently a student of photography at The Faculty of Fine Arts and Design in Ljubljana (ALOU). Since 2020, she has been working as a reviewer in the editorial office for culture and humanities of Radio Student. By documenting the surroundings with random gestures that eventually turn into procedures, she explores the recording of time and space. She has presented her works at several solo and group projects, including the Light Art Project Interference festival in Tunis and the Goldstücke Lichtkunst in Gelsenkirchen-Buer, Germany.

At first glance, three small tree houses on Vegova Street are a playful paraphrase of children's playhouses that are usually found in private gardens. Janja Kosi's houses, however, are not intended for play, but rather for reflection on architecture and perception of space; after all, they can also be understood as an ironic commentary on dreaming about one's own property in an overpriced capital city. The artist built the houses with metal frameworks and transparent materials – peculiar collages and montages, consisting of actual architectural elements of the surrounding buildings, which the artist had previously photographed. The tree houses thus act as an appropriated mosaic of images taken from the immediate surroundings, which gain new life with the help of projected shadows and light. The new architecture, which indicates the perpetual changeability of the urban tissue, creates new fictitious spaces and, in this way, contributes to the (light) transformation of the given urban texture.

In 2016, she graduated from the Faculty of Fine Arts and Design, University of Ljubljana; in 2020, she obtained her master's degree at the same faculty. A maypole, a tall spruce or fir tree with a bare trunk and a crown of branches, which is usually decorated with ribbons and a flag or some other symbol, people nowadays place at home especially during birthdays or major celebrations. Lucija Rosc's maypole combines traditional elements of such festive blazes, but is upgraded with the author's own artistic expression and enriched with a moment of interactivity. In this way, the author aims to establish a bridge between the folklore heritage of the past and contemporary visual art, thereby encouraging a reflection on the continuity and adaptability of cultural tradition over time.  
LUCIJA ROSC (1995) graduated in photography at the Faculty of Applied Sciences VIST in Ljubljana in 2018, and obtained her master's degree in Visual Communication Design, majoring in photography, with special honours at the Faculty of Fine Arts and Design in Ljubljana (ALOU, UL) in 2022. The participants familiarised themselves with the practice of coding visuals in the open-source web tool Hydra; they explored the technique of video feedback, and then assembled an analogue-digital set-up, which is presented in the form of an interactive installation in the gallery.

In a joint project, Lina Steiner and Maruša Uhan used holographic projection to outline the concept of retrogradation. The authors stress that both the method of performance and the planetary phenomenon itself are mere illusions. They mischievously intertwine complex astronomic ideas about a holographic universe – perception of three-dimensional reality stored in a two-dimensional surface – with scientific and astrological theories about the retrograde of planets, which, due to their seeming movements backwards challenge the deviation from the norm of planetary movement. With the concept of retrogradation, the artists highlight the fact that human has always been susceptible to illusion, precisely because he or she believes that everything revolves around him or her.
LINA STEINER graduated from the Department of Video and New Media, The Faculty of Fine Arts and Design in Ljubljana, where she is currently completing her master's degree in graphic design. She connects most of her works with sound and, above all, records and edits music videos according to the do-it-yourself principle. Moreover, she arranges music for Radio Student, where she trained as a music journalist, and works as a cinematographer in the City Cinema in Domžale. Sometimes she sings folk songs with fellow enthusiasts. MARUŠA UHAN (1994) completed her art studies at the Minerva Academy in Groningen, the Netherlands. Luka Savić is presenting his new project that thematises the transformation of the form of a sculptural work by means of the effects of light (day vs. night). The artist drew the inspiration for his work of art from the conceptualisation of the obelisk as it appeared in the influential book Hypnerotomachia Poliphili (1499), purportedly written by the monk Francesco Colonna at the height of the Renaissance. This dreamlike image of the obelisk was the foundation for the famous obelisk by Bernini from 1667 in the Piazza della Minerva in Rome, which later inspired many other obelisks. Savić conceptualised the artwork in such a way that the base itself turns into an independent sculptural work that we can admire during the day, whilst at night, there is an obelisk with an elephant drawn on it. The pedestal therefore transforms into a dream at night, which is another allusion to the author of the work, as according to him, he saw the obelisk with the elephant in his dreams.
LUKA SAVIĆ (1990, Ljubljana) graduated from the High school of Design and Photography Ljubljana, from the Department of Graphic Design, and continued his education at the Academy of Visual Arts (AVA). After completing his studies, he enrolled into The Faculty of Arts, where he graduated at the Department of Philosophy in 2017. In 2021, he obtained his master's degree at Die Angewandte (TransArts) in Vienna. Between the years 2010 and 2017, he was an assistant to the artist Miran Mohar, after which he became a partner of the David Gothard Archive, as part of which he organised several events. In the last period, he presented his work at the 31 Graphic Biennale in Ljubljana, he exhibited as part of the Mahler and LeWitt Studios residency in Spoleto, Italy, at the Arte Fiera Polis – BBQ Show in Bologna, and at solo exhibitions in the Ljubljana galleries DLUL (2018) and Škuc (2021; curator Guy Robertson). Matej Bizovičar’s installation consists of two mysterious objects, organic membranes or capsules of some sort, the interiority of which hides the world of fantastic organic forms glowing in UV light. By playing with the relationships or relations between the illuminated elements, the author explores transformations that take place between them and thus have an influence on the very place of interaction, as well as on the viewer who follows the interactions. The capsule is therefore a synonym for a membrane that limits and determines us at the same time, and through which we (un)controllably communicate with the outside world. The project stems from the author's reflection on what determines an individual's identity and how the latter is affected by the individual's exposure to various pieces of information and experiences, especially when we deal with the collision of different cultures and related issues of critical self-reflection.
At the same time, the presentation of the project, which was carried out by the students of SCHOOL OF ARTS at the University of Nova Gorica under the mentorship of Matej Bizovičar as part of last year's Pixxelpoint festival, will take place in Breg. Dynamic light acts as the element that illustrates the birth of ideas and is, simultaneously, a unique tribute to the activities of countless individuals who surpassed their time with innovative ideas.

The starting point of the project is based on the reflection on (sustainable) urban decoration that could replace cut flowers and thus the large carbon footprint that it contains. The lifespan of flowers, which would otherwise wither and end up in biological waste sooner rather than later, lasts much longer in this case, as the flowers are made from sustainable materials, which can also change colour and shape according to the wishes of the individual viewer. The motifs on the ceramic vases are based on constructivist transformations in literature, which Srečko Kosovel left us in his poetry collection entitled Integrals; thus, graphic poetry grows out of the objects, with which the participants created a kind of homage to the poet who passed away too soon.

With the project Magic Garden, Tom Winkler aims to revive the park and transform it into a place where people would stop and socialise. Humans do not perceive this spectrum of colours as such, whilst the role of luminescence in fungi is not yet fully understood – it by all means seems that certain animals that spread fungal spores perceive these colours. For us, the forest is black at night – only a UV lamp allows us to see the night world in completely different colours.
The Pioneer Home invited the microbiologist Katarina Grabnar Apostolides to take the participants of the sculpture course for adults to the forest in the evening. With the help of UV lamps, we explored colours and shapes that appeared in front of us. The project introduces the viewer into the fluid harmony of sequences, patterns, shapes and textures, and faces them with the subtle transformational processes present in nature, so as to encourage them to contemplate on the role of human in the wider ecosystem. 
BEAM TEAM (Stella Ivšek, Anja Romih, Črt Trkman) are intermedia artists who have together conceptualised several interactive a/v installations (Portal, Network, Plato's Bodies), which have been presented at several local and international festivals and exhibitions.
